Abstract: The notion of the persuasion through character is central to the rhetorical theory of Aristotle and the
oratorical practice of Ancient Greece. The present text dwells upon (1) the specific rhetorical uses of “thos™ in the text of
“Rhetoric”, (2) the place of the character in the Aristotelian classification of proofs, (3) the theory of the speech displaying
character and the two fundamental features of the &thos, (4) its representation in two contexts — neutral and conflicting (the
latter is named here éthomahia), (5) the &thotic topoi, (6) the influence of the character of the orator on the emotions of the
audience, (7) the style expressing character, (8) the &thotic and the Ad Hominem arguments. The persuasion through character is
presented as the leading rhetorical proof in the theory of Aristotle.
